The teacher who is able to transform you into a free & loving person is an alchemist.
The way of the Magus raise us from banality and offer us a way of understanding that in fact is available anytime, not being a myth, as we formerly have believed.
This book speaks about passing from a life dominated by ego to a life dominated by miracles.

Lesson 1
*The Magus sees the world and lets it as it is. He accepts the world with love.
*The mind and the emotional part don’t see the pain and suffering as neutral and they fear them and reject them. This custom of selecting and choosing consumes a lot of energy, because your mind is in a continuous state of vigilance, to assure itself that the disappointments, the loneliness and a lot of other painful experiences are not going to repeat. What’s left for silence? 

*The mind makes you intelligent but not necessarily happy. 
*The Magus doesn’t think – he sees.
Lesson 2
*If there’s no man able to see an image, then there’s no image. If nobody sees the moon then there’s no Moon! Look and you’ll bring to life. 
*We wouldn’t exist if a Being wouldn’t have seen us. It was the act of sowing the seed of the entire universe.

Lesson 4 

*The Magus lacks the prejudice according to which solid=real.

*When you pass from the role you have in the world heading your attention towards yourself you start understanding something about yourself. Head the act of observation towards the observer!
Lesson 5
*The identification with the material body which is mortal will cause us to fall into the spell of the death.

*You are not your body so you are immortal.

Exercise: I’m afraid of the war, hunger, of being abandoned; all your fears have their root in the fear of death.
*Why do you choose living your fears instead of choosing to live your enthusiasm?

Lesson 6
*You are a part of the universe. Among you and the rest of the universe there’s a single border: the ego. Renouncing to your ego, and looking around you, you will see yourself.

*When you characterize a thing or a person by what you like or not about them that’s subjectivity but it’s not necessarily reality. Beware that the subjectivity will isolate you from the universe.

*The memory and the subjectivity are isolating you from the rest of the world.

Lesson 7
*The man has a physical body and an emotional one – the feelings – and a causal one – the reasoning and beliefs.
*If you presume that you are in the first place and mainly a physical being, you will live your life in a totally different way comparing to someone who presumes that he’s a subtle being in the first place. 

Lesson 8
*The love isn’t the feeling of attraction, nurturing pleasure and the emotion that you feel for someone.

*The real love can’t be transformed into hate or unrest and isn’t able to kill.

*The true love has nothing to do with the ego. The true love doesn’t ask for/claim anything, has no pretensions and doesn’t manifest as dependence.

Lesson 9
*Any intention it’s leading you to a certain result.
*Attention: the power of the words is able to create something new not only limits.

*The universe for instance it’s observing that you have a certain wish. If you want them to be fulfilled you will need an intention. The intentions aren’t ignored but the fact that inside your mind the intensions are contradictory, that’s causing your wishes to encounter obstacles.

*The mortals are living in a world of <it should> and of <what if> but the Magus lives in a world of real existence. 

*The first stage/phase in creating the new being it is the observation. 

<What you aren’t able to see can’t be changed.>

*The second stage/phase it is: to realize that the universe it’s making the work instead of you. You should just send you intention into the space.

*Be calm and natural. The anxieties and the attachments can’t obstruct the smooth flow towards the result.

*God wants us to achieve our wishes. We are the creators of our own reality.

Lesson 10
*It’s very tiring & exhausting to deal with a mortal being because of the fact that he has to many personalities!

*Some pass through life as shining lights and others as gray shadows.
*The lights and the shadows are energies that are surrounding us and they change according to the way we think and feel.

Lesson 12
*Make an imagination exercise: Visualize the things you have to do for today and go on in the future with all the actions and events that you want to occur in your life. This means that you send your intentions into the space. Do it in a calm mood.  

Lesson 13
*The reality is your expectation’s reflected image.

*Everything that is known becomes, after a while, a prison.

*Into unknown and into danger there’s freedom.
Lesson 14
*The single thing that the Magus is able to lose is the unreal.
*The people are afraid of the things they don’t know – like death for instance. 

*The man gets attached to what he knows and it’s incapable to identify the seed of opportunity in what he doesn’t know.  
*Any change always involves losing something but also wining something.

Lesson 15
*The mortals are falling in love with images that according to the spirit are nothing but pure fantasies. How can you explain that the love it’s able to turn into hate if your loved one it’s leaving you? 

*When the Magus it’s speaking about love he suggests that love it is something completely different from what the mortals understand by it. The Magus names love the state when you don’t feel attachment or a feeling of possession.

*In the best case, the love means sharing the unknown with another soul.

*The hate is in fact love passed through the prism of the memory and ego.

Exercise that will teach you to disregard the images!

Imagine the ideal of beauty in its splendor and after that imagine that very same person aged, covered with wrinkles and having white hair. Question: Do you love them the same? 

“- Why the love changes, Arthur asks.

         - Because the love’s emotion it always contains the opposite, the hate. The love has bloomed but the hate it’s still a seed.”
*Another exercise: Remember the moment when a person that you loved a lot has hurt you. That might have been a moment of indifference or a betrayal or a gesture that has shown the fact that it wasn’t a perfect being but a simple mortal. If you are honest with yourself, you will remember how violent and how rapidly the love can turn into hate. The hate, the jealousy or pain have always existed as a seed, hidden to the sight by the love that you preferred.

Why did you choose that? Besides the mild pleasure, there was another reason – the ego – This love headed towards another person it isn’t a real aspect existing in the loved one but something else: Your Own Need to Posses! 

*The love is a force that draws everything towards itself.

Lesson 16
*If you visualize the desired future, you will reach to live just like the Magus – that means inversely!

*The people prefer living in the past allowing the burden of the memory encumber them.   

Lesson 17
*When you are searching, start with the heart! The place of the heart is the home of the truth. 

*Everything that happens, good or bad, it’s the result of some past actions.

*The effect appears when you’ve forgotten about the cause.
*If you are going to perceive the misfortunes or the effects as signs, then you’ll know to restrain from producing the same causes. A plus of attention and a plus of consciousness will help you evolve.

*A lot of the events that you name misfortune, or even divine punishment, have been born from the god’s compassion.

*The Finder is always carefully regarding the crises that the most of people are turning their eyes from, because in hurt feelings and disasters could be found the deepest truths. 

*Everything that appears has to be of use.

*Don’t fight with the evil – you have to understand that the evil doesn’t exist!

*There are 2 ways – the one that oscillates among heaven and hell (among pain and boredom) and the second one – it involves your understanding that the hell and heaven are both your creation. You should give up the duality and refuse the both of them.

Lesson 19
*Don’t cheat yourself with the thought that what you wish today would be satisfying enough tomorrow. 

*In the east the Buddhists believe that the spring of pain-pleasure cycle is the wish. 

*How can you decide if a wish is good or bad? 

SOLUTION: Respect your wishes, encourage them, but don’t strive for obtaining what you wish. Let God fulfill your wish!

*The wish is your availability to receive what God wants to offer you. The God’s capacity to offer it’s only limited by your own capacity to receive. 

*Without wishes you aren’t able to evolve. God won’t give you something that you don’t wish!

*God doesn’t obstruct you from having what you desire. The problem is that you think you don’t deserve anything!

*Your wishes have a spiritual content/meaning and they aren’t insignificant.

Lesson 20
*If you want to offer a gift to the world, get completely egoist and become a Magus. If you want to offer yourself a gift then you should become completely egoist and become a Magus. 

*The qualities of the spirit: love, trust, faith, hope, should be known and lived in order to bring you the spiritual wellbeing.

*The people are desperately striving to fulfill their wishes but they aren’t able to realize that the effort isn’t the answer – it is the problem!

*Attention: The memory and the wishes have thrown a veil/curtain over the spirit. The things happened like this because very long ago, you started to fear for your safety here on earth. The insecurity is the reason for which we attacked the Earth. If we’d be able to trust the fact that we’ll be fed and supported, none of us would be so hysterical about its own survival. 

*When you’ve lost your faith and hope, the only solution is <trust in the trust and hope that the hope will save you!>

*Inside our souls we are nothing else than hope.    

*Stop believing that the effort is the answer! The hope will grant you energy and in the energy there’s abundance, peace, and creativity.  All of these are gifts of the silence, contained in the Earth’s spirit.

*There’s a law to which there’s no disobedience: When the pupil is ready, the master appears!

*If we’d be free from the past we’d be able to step into the field of the infinite possibilities.

The 7 steps for conquering the ideal:

1. The innocence – the stage of the little baby.

2. The birth of the ego – as you discover the world, with its fascinating objects you’ll discover that your happiness it is connected to those. The Mother is a source of protection and food but it is in the outside world. Once with the birth of the ego, appears the fear of being abandoned, the possessiveness, the anxiety, and the pity for the self. You become dependant on the world and so you’ll remain,

3. The birth of the achiever – The child, is looking for freedom and it begins the expansion. The thirst for fame and fortune will overwhelm you and will eclipse the real goal of your search’s adventure. When a person decides that the outside world is more important than the inner world (himself) he pursues the hunger for fame and fortune. The ego it is dominating and lacks the love. The urge from within is <Grab all you can for yourself> As long as the ego is present the achiever will be too. The ego it is covering the spirit with blankets of material until a weak voice will begin to ask: <Where is the love? / Where is the being?>
4. The birth of the giver: The revelation that happiness it is coming from giving and not only from achieving and it will deliver you from the fears of the ego. (betrayal, loss, abandoning) The pleasure of giving can’t be felt unless you give for your own need.

5. The birth of the finder – The man feels the need to have spiritual necessities because he discovers that even the most intense love for a person isn’t able to satisfy his need for love and fulfillment. If you see yourself as poor and lacking qualities that’s enough for you to keep God away from yourself! The fundamental rule is that the way you see yourself is the way the world sees you. Any thing that you believe it is going to bring you peace and fulfillment represents your version about god! The finder’s features: he gives out of love and doesn’t ask anything in return, not even the gratefulness, he has a taste for solitude, he relies on himself and not on the social approval, and he feels the wish to give and practices the meditation and prayer, which become parts of his life. He has a deep connection with nature; he’s calmer and more accepted by the other people. (The spirit isn’t the matter’s opposite). The apparition of the spirit in your life will make all the things better!

6. The birth of the clairvoyant – you start understanding that everything represents spirit, including the matter. They are open-minded and let the other people be as they are, they don’t need anything. The life itself is the greatest goal of all. The wishes are fulfilled in a natural way, without any effort and the war; the anxiety and the fear have disappeared. 

7. The Spirit – The identification with the material body and the mind has disappeared, the idea of death and birth has disappeared too, the good and bad are all parts of a whole. Anywhere you are, you fell like home and you belong to the universe. You understand that any event has a spiritual cause. The forces of the universe will compete at you desire’s fulfillment. Your wishes are going to get fulfilled in a spontaneous way. You’d see yourself as creator and life giver. The Magus doesn’t need miracles – life itself is the most spectacular and the greatest miracle!  
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
